The work of the Japanese-American artist and designer 
Isamu Noguchi is extraordinarily multi-faceted. In 
addition to sculptures, he also created stage sets, 
furniture, lighting, interiors, public spaces and gardens. 
As a sculptor, he was not only interested in materials 
and forms, but also in the spatial effect of objects and 
even in the design of space itself. It was his intention 
to create artworks with practical and social relevance. 
Noguchi's work left a lasting mark on 1950s design. 

Since 2002, the Vitra Design Museum has produced re-
editions of Noguchi's designs in co-operation with the 
Isamu Noguchi Foundation, New York. Several of these 
models are represented in the Collection of the Vitra 
Design Museum.
